
2008 First Quarter News: 
The Florida office formed an 
Advisory Council this year. In 
January the Council hosted its 
first fundraising event to 
which potential major donors 
were invited and introduced 
to the mission and ministry of 
Society of St. Andrew 
(SoSA). The event was held 
at the home of Executive 
Board Member Bob Gibson. 
SoSA’s National Executive 
Director Mike Waldman at-
tended the event along with 
the Florida staff, Council 
members and twenty-five 
guests. Deemed a success, 
Florida staff and Council 
members began plans for  
another event in 2009. 
Citrus Harvest For The 
Hungry:  Florida conducted 3 
major citrus drive events in 

Central Florida and several 
smaller events in North 
Florida. Over 800 volun-
teers in Central and North 
Florida gleaned back yards 
and groves to distribute 
over 200,000 pounds of 
fresh citrus to Florida feed-
ing agencies.  Though 
these drives target specific 
areas on a pre-determined 
day of the year, citrus 
gleaning continues in Flor-
ida from November 
through May each year.  
Harvest of Hope: Sosa FL 
hosted an intergenerational 
Harvest of Hope weekend 
in March in North Florida. 
Participants ranging in age 
from young teens through 
adults attended this mission 
focused weekend retreat 
that involved them in   

hunger awareness activi-
ties, including a hunger 
meal. This activity divided 
the group according to per-
centages of wealth, work-
ing poor and poverty 
classes of the world and 
meals were apportioned 
according to their socio-
economic status. In addi-
tion to learning about hun-
ger, the group was able to 
provide immediate hunger 
relief by gleaning over 
20,000 pounds of cabbage 
that was distributed to local 
food banks for the hungry 
in North Florida.

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In addition to our gener-
ous farmers, hundreds of 
individuals donate their  
small groves and back-
yard trees to ����	������
during our citrus drives 
in January and through-
out the season.�In 2008 
volunteers gathered over�

100,000 lbs of fresh citrus 
from back yards trees and 
small groves. This sweet, 
vitamin packed fruit was 
distributed to food banks, 
pantries, soup kitchens and  
numerous agencies in   
Florida that provide food 
for the hungry.

of potatoes and large bins 
of squash, onions and cab-
bage for the food banks 
lined up to receive this 
fresh delicious produce. 
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surprise that not an empty square on the calendar can be found! Here are some highlights: 

· October: Gleaning season began with Zellwood sweet corn and for the first time, every Fall gleaning event filled 
to capacity. UCF and Rollins students were among the groups who participated in gleaning events, then helped 
deliver thousands of pounds of fresh sweet corn to nearby food pantries.  

· SoSA staff presented hunger workshops for 3 mission conferences -Presbytery of Tampa Bay, Lutheran 
Women and First UMC, Lakeland  

· Hundreds of school students of all ages enjoyed farm tours, then gleaned corn for the hungry 

· 14 Members from a United Methodist Church in Ohio flew to Florida in late October on a mission trip to 
glean with SoSA and work with other local agencies while here. 

· November & December: Citrus Season Begins! 

· SoSA’s newest partner, United Way, sent 200 volunteers from HD Supply corporate offices  out to glean 
about 20,000 lbs of grapefruit in Groveland the first week in November. 

· Summit and Northland Churches also sent large groups of 200-300 volunteers to the groves and  fields to 
glean for the hungry in Florida.  

· In addition to gleaning events, SOSA staff and volunteers were kept busy hosting tables at  numerous 
Christmas Markets, participating in Hunger Awareness Banquets at UCF and Rollins College and pre-
senting hunger talks, sermons and workshops to various conferences, churches and other groups.  

· December was an unprecedented month for SoSA, Fl as we celebrated a record number of volunteers
(over 400!), gleaning events and pounds of produce saved and distributed (over 300,000 lbs!). 
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· 4,208,670 people served through 191 agencies! 
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Approximately 50 additional churches and 200 individuals 
supported Society of St Andrew in 2008 with gifts under 
$500; Every gift, regardless of its size, is useful and 
appreciated. 
In addition to financial support, these and thousands more 
churches and individuals volunteer in the fields and groves 
to pick the fresh produce that so many food banks and 
agencies in Florida have begun to rely on for a nutritious
